1 Timothy 2:8 Therefore, I want the men everywhere to pray, lifting up holy 
hands without anger or disputing.  

 
“Just as I am, tho’ tossed about  

With many a conflict, many a doubt, 
Fightings and fears within, without,

Personal prayer is the act of us coming to Him with all our conflicts, 
doubts, fighting’s, fears and requests, so we can encounter God. Personal 
prayer is the place of silence and communion and fresh commitment to the 
Lord and His purposes. 
 

P – Pause 
 1 Samuel 1:9-17 (MSG) Then Hannah pulled herself together, 
slipped away quietly, and entered the sanctuary. 
 
 Matthew 6:6 But when you pray, go into your room, close the door 
and pray to your Father, who is unseen. 
 

 R – Reflect 
 1 Sam 1:11 She prayed to the Lord while she cried. ”Oh, God-of-the-
Angel-Armies, If you’ll take a good, hard look at my pain, if you’ll quit        
neglecting me and go into action for me. 
 
 Psalm 8: When I consider your heavens, the work of your fingers, 
the moon and the stars, which you have set in place, what is mankind that 
you are mindful of them, human beings that you care for them? 
 
13  to him who divided the Red Sea asunder His love endures forever 14  and 
brought Israel through the midst of it, His love endures forever. 15  but 
swept Pharaoh and his army into the Red Sea; His love endures forever. 
 

A - Ask 
Give me a son! 

 Heb 4:16 Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with          
confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our 
time of need. 

Y – Yield 
I’ll give him completely, unreservedly to you.” I’ll set him apart for a 
life of holy discipline. 

 
P – Pause. clear your mind and reflect on the fact that the creator of the 
universe is here and wants to commune with you. 
R – Reflect. Open your Bible and read a verse or passage that calms you 
heart 
and consider what the Lord may be speaking to you. 
A – Ask. Present your requests to the Lord. 
Y – Yield. Be still, quiet and submit your day and life to the Lord. You are in 
a place of surrender to God and be ready to have a meaningful                
conversation with Him. Listen, listen, listen!
