1)  We Need To Trust Him To Show Things We Cannot Yet 
See.  
 
 Ezekiel 37:3-5  3 He asked me, “Son of man, can these 
bones live?” I said, “Sovereign LORD, you alone know.” 4 Then 
he said to me, “Prophesy to these bones and say to them, ‘Dry 
bones, hear the word of the LORD! 5 This is what the Sovereign 
LORD says to these bones: I will make breath enter you, and 
you will come to life  
 Psalms 20:7 Some trust in chariots and some in horses, 
but we trust in the name of the LORD our God.  
 
2) Never Doubt What The Power Of God Can Do.  
 
 Ezekiel 37:14  I will put my Spirit in you and you will live, 
and I will settle you in your own land. Then you will know that I 
the LORD have spoken, and I have done it, declares the LORD.’”  
 Acts 19:20 In this way the word of the Lord spread 
widely and grew in power.  
 
3)  Believing and Trusting In A Sovereign God Brings Strength 
and Unity.  
 
 Ezekiel 37: 15-17  The word of the LORD came to me:  
16 “Son of man, take a stick of wood and write on it, ‘Belonging 
to Judah and the Israelites associated with him.’ Then take   
another stick of wood, and write on it, ‘Belonging to Joseph 
(that is, to Ephraim) and all the Israelites associated with him.’ 
17 Join them together into one stick so that they will become 
one in your hand.  
 Ezekiel 37:22-23  I will make them one nation in the 
land, on the mountains of Israel. There will be one king over all 
of them and they will never again be two nations or be divided 
into two kingdoms. 23 They will no longer defile themselves 
with their idols and vile images or with any of their offenses, 
for I will save them from all their sinful backsliding, and I will 
cleanse them. They will be my people, and I will be their God.  
 Psalm 133:1  How good and pleasant it is when God’s 
people live together in unity!
